Since the date of its foundation, the city of Omsk has passed
the path from a small frontier fortress to a modern and comfort-
able megapolis, a city with million population of the Siberian
Federal District of the Russian Federation, administrative center
of Omsk region.

Transformation of Omsk fortress into a huge megapolis is di-
rectly connected with the development of Siberian lands, natural
resources of these areas, with settling in of lands including areas
located along the Irtysh river.

Omsk fortress was founded in the epoch of rapid reforms of
Peter the First. Initially it was built on the left bank of the Om
river, under the order of the duke M.P.Gagarin, Siberian gover-
nor. After 40 years Lieutenant-General L.I.Schpringer, new Com-
mander of the Siberian inspection, transferred the headquarters
and residence to the right bank of the river. Four gates were
built: Omsk, Irtysh, Tobolsk and
Tara gates. Up to the present time
Tara gate is one of the symbols
of the city. Stone-work Ilyinskaya
Church was the patronal temple
of Omsk and later Ilyin Day be-
came the Day of the city.

In 1782 in the result of an ad-
ministrative reform Omsk fortress
became the chief uyezd (district)
town, and in March of 1785 Ekat-
erina II approved the emblem of
the city of Omsk.

The year 1822 was very impor-
tant for the city, as P.M.Kaptsevich,
the first Governor of West-Siberian
Governor-General District selected
the city as his residency, Omsk re-
gion was formed and the city of Omsk became the center of the
region. The first large manufacturing outfit - cloth factory of the
Siberian Cossack Host - was established in Omsk at that time.

In 1839 the city was granted the status of the political and ad-
ministrative center of Western Siberia: local government bodies were
created, elections to the municipal Duma and of the city mayor
were held.

In May of 1882 Omsk by the Supreme Order was assigned the
center of Steppe Governorate General.

The construction of the Trans-Siberian Railway at the end of the
19th century played a key role for the further growth of the city and
including of the city industry into the system of Russia’s and Eu-
ropean markets. Omsk became an important commercial, industrial
and transport center of the steppe region and Western Siberia.

The active development of the city began: new temples, trade
houses, shops, theatres, schools, libraries, grammar schools, mu-
seums were erected.

The economic development of the Middle Irtysh river basin
area and the construction of the railway assisted to the forma-
tion in the city of factory-and-works industry basically oriented
to the production and repairs of agricultural implements, pro-
cessing of agricultural products. New enterprises of the food in-
dustry: confectionery, sausage-making, vodka distillery, brewery
and butter-making plants, flour-milling plants started to develop
intensively.

The first foreign concessions and monopolies appeared in the
city: foreign companies of Nobel, Singer, Elvorti, “German In-

opened their representative offices.

The development of commerce and industry, an advantageous
location of Omsk on the migration way of migrants from Central
Russia assisted to the quick growth of the city population.

During revolution and civil war times the Government of Admiral
A.V. Kolchak announced Omsk to be the capital of Russian Empire.
Though A. V. Kolchak was a controversial type from the historic
point of view, his Government took measures to restore the indus-
trial manufacturing and foreign trade in Ural and Western Siberia.

In the 1920s-30s Omsk remained the center of the agrarian
and industrial complex of Siberia, new production sites of ag-
ricultural machinery were developed. The higher education was
started to develop: Agricultural, Veterinary, Medical, Teachers’
Training and Road-Transport Institutes were opened. New motor
car assembly, tyre production, carbon black and cord production
plants were under construction.

In 1936 the first tram passed on the city streets, the first stage of
sewerage networks was commissioned. A semi-automatic telephone
station, pontoon bridge through Irtysh river were constructed.

The new stage in the city’s life was related to the Great Pa-
triotic War, when more than 100 organizations were evacuated
to Omsk from the European part of the country. The evacuated
enterprises laid a powerful industrial potential of the city includ-
ing the defense complex. During the war years the industrial
products growth increased more than 4 times, mechanical en-
gineering and metal-working took the leading positions in the
industrial output.

From the mid 1950s Omsk became the center of the oil-refining
and petrochemical industry in Siberia. In 1955 the first in Siberia
and the largest in Russia oil-refining plant was commissioned, new
huge concomitant production facili-
ties appeared - synthetic rubber pro-
duction plant and plastics production
plant.

Together with the authority of an
industrial city in 1950s-60s Omsk ac-
quired the glory of a garden city, be-
cause the city authorities and inhabit-
ants as well paid much attention to the
complex municipal improvements and
greenery planting in yards, streets,
public gardens and parks.

In 1970s-80s the development of
industrial, cultural and housing con-
struction determined the production
volume growth of construction ma-
terials. Plants producing reinforced
concrete structures and items, brick
factories, cardboard and ruberoid plant appeared. The capacities of in-
dustries processing agricultural produce were significantly increased.

The rapid development of the industrial production assisted to the
fact that the city population by 1979 had exceeded one million.

Since 1990s in connection with the formation of non-governmen-
tal sector in economy the process of coming into being of the market
infrastructure was started, private enterprises, credit institutions, fi-
nancial and investment companies, funds etc were formed.

In difficult conditions of the market relations formation the city
succeeded to retain its face, save the scientific and cultural poten-
tial. In many respects that was happened thanks to the activity,
optimism and entrepreneurial spirit of Omsk inhabitants who at
all times worried about their small native land and did everything
possible in order the city grew, developed and became better.

Today Omsk is characterized as a dynamically developing city
with growing investment potential and decreasing investment
risks. These trends make the city of Omsk attractive for Russian
and foreign investors.

As an industrial center Omsk is advantageously located on the
route of the Trans-Siberian Railway relative to large objects of
the raw materials sector and transport infrastructure of Siberia,
Urals and North Kazakhstan . Along with the favorable human
capital structure for the development of production this creates
good prerequisites for further dynamic growth of industry, main-
ly, processing one.

The border location of the region, availability of the developed
customs control system on the route “East-West” determine the
attractiveness of the city of Omsk as a center for the fulfillment
of foreign trade activity of the neighboring regions. In the year
2005 the Consulate of the Republic of Kazakhstan was opened
in Omsk that assists to the development of economic relations
between Kazakhstan and regions included into the Consulate dis-
trict: Kemerovo, Kurgan, Novosibirsk, Orenburg, Tyumen, Che-
lyabinsk, Republic of Altai and Altai krai.

The positive dynamics of the foreign trade turnover of the city
of Omsk during recent years is a characteristic of the effective
foreign trade activity.

Developed infrastructure of the city

Omsk is a large transport hub where air, river, railway, mo-
tor and pipeline transport routes are crossed and successfully
operated. A convenient economic and geographic location on
the cross of the Trans-Siberian Railway with a huge water-way
(Irtysh river), airport availability ensure the dynamic and versa-
tile development of the city.

Year by year the city accepts more and more guests, a number
of tourist and business visit is increased that in its turn inspires
the development of hotel business. At present on the territory of
Osmk there are about 30 hotels with the total number of rooms
for more than 2000 persons, and the number of hotel complexes
is constantly increased. The city gradually gains the features of
a huge regional and international business center with strong
traditions of hospitality and developed infrastructure of tourists
servicing.

Financial institutions are widely represented in Omsk, branch
offices of all largest Russian banks and also broker, leasing and
factoring companies operate in the city. Seven independent credit
organizations are located in the city which possess more than 47
branch offices.

Availability of the powerful industrial potential

As for the end of the year 2007, more than 32 000 economic
entities were working in the city of Omsk, which is 12,5% more
than at the beginning of the year.

The city’s economy structure which has taken shape deter-
mines Omsk as a large center of the processing industry, which
basis is formed of enterprises of the fuel and power engineering
branches, chemical and petrochemical industry, mechanical engi-
neering, food industry.

Since the end of 1990s the industrial production of the city has
demonstrated a stable growth.

At present the construction industry of the city is represented
by almost 3 thousand organizations with the total number of em-
ployees about 20 thousand people. High rates of the construction
industry development make for a slower housing prices increase
in Omsk and more reasonable housing prices in the city.

Development of small business

In recent years the small-size businesses in the territory of
the city of Omsk have been developing dynamically. Small and
medium business is a very important component that provides
soundness and steadiness of Omsk economics.

Small business in Omsk has been developing steadily in recent
years. The number of small business enterprises in Omsk has
increased by 20% for the recent 3 years and exceeded 13 000
enterprises.

The structure of distribution of small business in accordance with
economic activity is successfully existing today. The most part of
small business enterprises work in the sphere of trade (43,3%),
construction (12,2%) and manufacturing activity (11,8%).

The amount of investments into fixed assets of small business
enterprises for the period from January to December of the year
2007 has increased by 1 982,1 mln rubles in comparison with
the relevant period of the previous year, and amounted 5 258,9
mln rubles.

For the purpose of realization of the Federal Law No. 209-®3
“On the development of small and medium business in Russia”,
Administration of the city of Omsk have approved the munici-
pal purpose-oriented program, called “Development of small and
medium business enterprises in the city of Omsk for the period
from year 2008 to the year 2010” with the amount of financing
about 48,1 mln rubles.

People are the main resource of the city

The basic goal of the demographic policy of the city of Omsk
is the improvement of demographic situation, stabilization of the
population size and formation of demographic growth prerequi-
sites. At present, the average life of Omsk inhabitants is 66 years:
59 years - of men, and 73 years - of women.

In case of pursuing a planned demographic policy it’s fore-
casted the improvement of the population health condition, death
rate reduction. Under positive demographic processes such as
the increasing of birth rate and reduction of death rate, in Omsk
there will be possible to prevent the decrease of the population
size, obtain its stabilization by the year 2015 on the minimum
level 1142,0 thousand people with the subsequent maintaining
this population size by the year 2020. With increasing the
birth rate, a new peak of young ages appears that creates
supplementary conditions for the long-term stable socio-economic
development.

Investment potential of Omsk City

In conditions of comfortable city environment and creation
of new jobs the city will become «a point of attraction» for
migrants from neighboring less economically developed territo-
ries, for example, districts of Omsk region, neighboring regions,
border regions of North Kazakhstan.

The personnel qualification level on the labor market is the main
aspect of the human potential from the point of the city economy.

As Omsk is a large scientific and educational center of Si-
beria, it possesses a serious potential in the field of specialists
training with high and secondary specialized education. Omsk
is the leader among Siberian cities as per the number of higher
and specialized educational institutions. 32 institutions of higher
professional education and 31 state institutions of secondary pro-
fessional education fulfill their activity here. At the same time
Omsk is characterized by a large portion of people with secondary
specialized education - 29%. This is the highest figure among re-
gional centers of Western Siberia. Such structure of population as
per the education level corresponds to the industrial and production
specialization of the region’s economy. It forms prerequisites for
the further strengthening of this specialization on a macro region
and country scale as a whole.

Omsk is a large innovation center. More than 40 large and
medium organizations including institutions of Omsk scientific
center of the Siberian branch of the Russian Academy of Sci-
ence are engaged in scientific researches and developments in
different directions. Among them 87% of the total number of
organizations are engaged in technical researches, 5% - agri-
cultural researches, 6% - natural researches. 2% of researches
are conducted in the field of medical, social and humanitarian
sciences. The training of the higher scientific level personnel
is made in post-graduate courses of ten state institutions of
higher professional education and at five scientific research
institutes.

There is a tendency of increasing demand for labor force from
employers. At the same time, the greatest part of employees falls
on processing industries, transport and communication, educa-
tion, public health and rendering social services. In future such
distribution of the population employment as per branches of
economy of the city of Omsk will remain.

There are tendencies of the unemployed number further reduc-
tion. The number of officially registered unemployed as of the 1st
of January, 2008 accounted for 1,47 thousand people (0,2% of
the working-age population).

Annually, the number of graduates of higher and secondary
specialized educational institutions is increased.

Economy restructuring processes forecast

The city economy entering to the trajectory of priority de-
velopment (relative to average Russian indices) is the basic
condition of restructuring, that in its turn will ensure the leading
positions of the city in the macroregion and its attractiveness for
inhabitants. In accordance with the existing tendency of Omsk
economy development the growth rates will exceed the average
Russian ones. This exceeding will be ensured by the city economy
multilane structure (absence of strict binding to external market
fluctuations) and its support on the industrial processing sector.

Besides, labor productivity high growth rates will assist to the
constant salary increasing.

The creation of new highly-technological production facilities, mod-
ernization of available production capacities and putting into production
new competitive industrial products are perspectives of the industry.

In the long-term perspective activation of putting into produc-
tion of scientific and technical developments, development of aero
and space equipment, intense development of oil refining and pet-
rochemical enterprises, development of the mechanical engineering
complex, including transport vehicles construction, creation of pro-
duction facilities in the sphere of biotechnologies (production of bio-
ethanol, enzymatic agents, organic acid, amino acids, biodegradable
plastics), creation of nanotechnological production facilities, develop-
ment of modern medical technologies are to be expected.

The intense exhibition and fair activity formation, activation
of small-scale business entities products promotion of the city of
Omsk to the regional, interregional and international markets, im-
provement of normative and legal support in the field of small-
scale entrepreneurship encouragement are supposed to be fulfilled
in the sphere of the small-scale business entities development. This
will lead to the increase of small-scale enterprises in the year 2010
minimum by 30% in comparison with the level of the year 2005,
volume growth of shipped own goods, fulfilled works, services ren-
dered by small-scale business organizations in the year 2010 mini-
mum by 60% in comparison with the level of the year 2005.

of municipal city-planning strategy for the period through to the
year 2025; the strategy is devoted to the providing of positive
environment for living and stable development of the city.

General layout of the city of Omsk is the basis for preserv-
ing and development of natural complex, for realization of city
infrastructure development programs, city programs of rear-
rangement, rehabilitation, renovation of housing premises, and
reconstruction of industrial premises, development of public, busi-
ness and cultural centers, tourism and recreation objects, complex
improvement and decorating of the city.

According to the housing development plan elaborated for
the period through to the year 2016, approved by the Mayor of
Omsk, in 2009 the housing objects will be built on the sites with
the expected living floor space 1,2 mln sq.m.

In the year 2007 108 plots with total area 659 hectares and
expected living floor space more than 5 mln sq.m were used for
multistoried housing construction; 13 plots with total area about
630 hectares and expected living floor space up to 5,4 mln sq.m
were granted by auction.

In order to clear the city from slum and hazardous low-rise
dwelling, Administration of the city of Omsk have concluded
agreements with investing real estate developers, regarding the
reconstruction of 110 blocks of slum housing into 91 blocks with
total area 1339 hectares and expected living floor space 10,6 mln
sq.m.

Interaction of the authorities and the developers is social-orient-
ed. Orientation on integrated development of the territory gives
an opportunity to build the modern engineering and transport
infrastructure and socially significant objects, such as kinder-
gartens, schools, healthcare and medical institutions. Moreover,
slum dwelling can be exchanged for new apartments.

Priority development of city infrastructure is necessary for
increasing the number of sites, that meet the requirements of
the rapidly developing housing construction and construction
of trade-and-manufacturing and social objects. In view of this,
the Program of priority development of city infrastructure for
the period through to the year 2010 has been elaborated and
approved by the decision of
Omsk City Council on the 16th
of May 2007.

The Program contains infor-
mation on location of housing
construction sites and on the
terms of construction. It also
contains the list of activities,
devoted to the modernization
and construction of heat-supply,
electricity-supply, water-supply,
water carriage, gas-supply fa-
cilities, to the amount of 42 bln
rubles; the terms of development
of design specifications and esti-
mates, and the terms of installa-
tion and construction works are
also defined in the Program.

Target specifications for the
development of investment pro-
grams aimed at the improvement
of water-supply, drainage, elec-
tricity-supply and heat-supply
networks for the period through
to the year 2010, have been re-
cently elaborated. The main goal
of investment programs is to
provide an opportunity of guar-
anteed connection to the engi-
neering infrastructure networks.

The development of the city is planned taking into consider-
ation specialization of plant sites and the necessity of the relevant
municipal-production and transport infrastructures.

The objects of multimodal and transport-and-logistics complex,
which is expected to become the modern high-technology center
of intransit cargo traffic maintenance, will be located in the ter-
ritory of the North-Western industrial area of the city of Omsk.
The complex will provide complete and quality satisfaction of
economics and social sectors’ needs regarding freight traffic.

The experience of establishing of ready-to-work plant sites will
provide an opportunity to create a base model for developing
of revolutionary system approaches to the territorial economic
growth encouraging.

In Omsk with the support of the Covernment of Omsk re-
gion the underground is being actively constructed in the city of
Omsk. The first line will be put into operation in the year 2010.

Investment climate

During a number of years Omsk demonstrates good macro-
economic indices and is characterized as a politically and socially
stable city that is an important factor influencing the invest-
ment attractiveness along with availability of necessary natural
resources, advantageous location, developed infrastructure and
clear normative and legal base.

Investment activity stimulating measures undertaken by the
Administration of the city of Omsk including those ones related
to the ensuring of investments preferred treatment, simplification
of licensing procedures and regulation of the property right have
an influence upon the investment activity growth in the city of
Omsk.

By Resolution No 191-it dated June 27, 2006 of the Mayor of
the city of Omsk the Investment Council of the Administration
of the city of Omsk was established which functions included
the determination of the municipal investment policy strategic
trends and consideration of matters of rendering municipal as-
sistance to entities realizing investment projects on the territory
of Omsk.

If until now within the investment policy stimulation system a
fiscal component was basically emphasized with granting special
tax benefits, so in perspective the specific role of financial benefits
- granting guaranties, taking by the municipality of a part of
investment risks, granting investment credits and others would
be increased. Such transition will allow to impart more stability
to the investment process.

In the investment attractiveness formation of the city of Omsk
a significant role is played by the regional normative and legal
base, which includes:

A unique architectural appearance of the city of Omsk is pri-
marily based on a successful selection of the place on the junction
of the calm river Om and free Irtysh, and the city’s originality
and uniqueness are determined by buildings erected in different
periods, many of which have become architectural monuments.

Stylish picture of architectural Omsk is versatile one. It in-
cludes the pretentious baroque manner the sample of which is the
building of Omsk Academic Drama Theatre, and moderateness of
classicism which is demonstrated by the central part of Siberian
Cadet Military School.

Lyubinsky Avenue formed in the year 1905 possesses an at-
tractive architectural originality. The leading place in the com-
plex of its buildings belongs to Moscow trading rows (architect
O.Dessin) where different Russian manufacturing partnerships
including P.Ryabushinsky, S.Morozov, Nosov brothers located
their goods for wholesale.

Detached houses constructed of red bricks are especially attrac-
tive among old Omsk buildings with lattice gates decorated by
forging items, fences, apron consoles over the main entrance.

The Department of Omsk railway amazes by its monumental ap-
pearance. The building may be apprehended as a monument to the

Great Siberian Route thanks to which at the beginning of the 20th
century Omsk became a large commercial and industrial city.

At the beginning of the 1950s an active construction of Karl Marx
Avenue was started, which led to modification of the city structure.
The old Omsk hadn’t an outlet to Irtysh. Backyards, goods stations,
warehouses, factories were directed to the river. City planners of
the new Omsk posed a task to turn the city around to the river
- by gardens, embankments and streets. Nowadays Irtysh river is
the main landscape axis along which the city develops and grows,
and the outlet to the left bank of Irtysh river allowed to improve the
architectural and planning structure of the city.

Our city is rich not only in interesting architectural traditions
but in cultural values as well. Three specialized exhibition halls,
nine museums, eight theatres work in Omsk.

Significant cultural values are concentrated in Omsk museums.

The regional museum of local lore, history and economy found-
ed as early as 1870s by West Siberian Division of Geographic
Community is a pride of Omsk inhabitants. The museum exhibits
reflect the history of Western Siberia and stages of establishment
and development of our city.
